Before long, people will be throwing Mardi Gras beads in the streets of New 
Orleans—purple, gold, and green. A few will be in on the secret: the colors of the 



beads are derived from the gifts of the magi. Gold for wealth, purple for power, 
green for good health. The gifts are also a key to the identity of the Christ Child: the 
incense for God; the gold for a king; the myrrh, fragrant burial ointment for one who 
comes to die. 
 

Centuries ago, today’s feast bore the heavy burden of celebrating all the 
manifestations of Christ’s identity: the birth of Jesus, the coming of the magi, the 
baptism of the Lord, the wedding feast at Cana. It was too much for one day. 
Fortunately the one day has blossomed into a whole season of grateful celebration, 
stretching behind us into Advent, and ahead of us into the Baptism of the Lord and 
to Christ’s coming again in glory.
